Tent Washing 101

How do you clean something as large as a tent? While most tents can be scrubbed
by hand, it’s an arduous process. The old system of cleaning required the tent to
be opened up, laid out on the
floor, scrubbed, rinsed and
then hung to dry.

In an ongoing quest to provide
rental equipment of only the
highest quality in the finest
condition, Canton Chair Rental
has recently installed a state of
the art tent washer. The new
unit, which resembles a giant
washing machine, is specifical-
ly designed to clean up to 1200
square feet of tenting at one
time. It gently washes both sides of the tent and thoroughly cleans the webbing
and straps at the same time. The process is accomplished with no additional wear
and tear on the fabric. Preserving the integrity of the tent fabric is essential in
maintaining A-grade wedding tents.

The appliance uses specially formulated cleaners that are very effective when
removing common dirt. The detergent was formulated to remove the gray “acid
rain” stains that are common to tents that have been erected for long periods of
time in large cities.

While acid rain is not a major concern for Canton Chair Rental, proper cleaning
of its tents, and every item in its enormous rental inventory, is an absolute pri-
ority. All of Canton Chair Rental’s elegant linens are laundered and ironed in
house. Every piece of glassware, china and flatware is washed, sterilized and
sealed before going out to the next customer.
