Pressing TEP, the light of Keep temp will shine, indicating the induction cooker is entering the state of
keeping temperature, the default temperature is 430°F, Adjust the temperature from 140°F to 460°F by

turning the knob.

4). Adjust the time from 0 minute to 170 minutes by "v”or A at the state of Time.

5). When pressing ON/OFF during the working state, the induction cooker will stop working immediately.
After stopping working, the fan will cool down the induction cooker for one minute, and then will be off.
6). After pressing ON/OFF, the induction cooker will shut off automatically if there is no any operation within
2 hours.
